EVENT DESCRIPTION:

The event will be a Gravel, Approx. 3.7km, Bent Sprint (hill decent and hill climb). There will be Recce and
three (3) timed runs. Additional runs may be allowed if time permits. The number of runs may be varied at
the CotC’s discretion and the event may be cancelled for reasons of force majeure or safety.
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COMPETITORS PLEASE NOTE: Reconnaissance or practice on the course at any time
is strictly forbidden. Any report of a breach of this requirement will be strictly dealt

with in accordance with the MSNZ National Sporting Code — Sch P — Penalties,
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Venue: The venue is Waitao Road Welcome Bay, Tauranga. Access is via Waitao Road, onto the gravel
surface road — PLEASE KEEP SPEED DOWN — follow the gravel road all the way through to No. 890 Waitao
Road. The venue is approximately 19.1km from Tauranga. Waitao Road is located off Welcome Bay Road,
Tauranga (Map Included below). WATCH FOR OFFICIAL VEHICLES PREPARING THE VENUE

Parking and pits will be located on private property at No. 890 Waitao Road. Competitors are advised to
drive CAREFULLY AND QUIETLY up to the end of Waitao Road.

Competitors are required to do all servicing on a ground sheet and to take all rubbish away with you at the
end of the day.

Results: Fastest run wins, by class and overall. NOTE: The timing equipment used records both reaction
time and jumped starts. In the case of a jumped start a penalty of 5 seconds will be applied to that run.

B 1601-2000

C 2001-2500cc

D 2501 and over

E2 4WD year 2000 and over

NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant Appendices and Schedules. In particular:

. The National Sporting Code Articles pertaining to protests and competitors’ obligations, and

. Appendix Five, Schedule C.

All competitors shall wear safety apparel in compliance with Appendix Two, Schedule A.

ELIGIBLE VEHICLES

Compliance: All vehicles shall comply with Appendix Five Schedule C and Appendix Two Schedule A of the
current MotorSport Manual unless stated otherwise in these supplementary regulations.

Logbook: A physical (paper version) Logbook must be presented at Documentation.

DOCUMENTATION & SCRUTINEERING AUDIT INSPECTION
Documentation: 08:00 to 09:15 at the Event Trailer.

Scrutineering Audit Inspection: 08:00 to 09:15. Competitors will be advised at documentation if their
vehicle has been selected for audit.

Accident Damage: Competitors are reminded that, in accordance with Schedule A Part 1, Article 3.4 (8),
if there is significant damage sustained, it is the Competitor’s responsibility to present the vehicle and

Logbook to the Event Chief Scrutineer for inspection and notation of any applicable information.

Drivers’ Briefing: 09:30. This will be held at the venue by the Event Trailer. Attendance by all drivers
is compulsory — a roll call will be taken and failure to attend will result in a penalty.

Recce and Subsequent Timed Runs: 10:00
